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Turn off computers and other equipment when not in use.

Make specific efforts to purchase equipment and appliances that carry the EN-
ERGY STAR logo. (This logo rates energy consumption and shows that products
meet ENERGY STAR specifications for energy efficiency.)

Use energy efficient lighting — hydrogen (Energy Star), fluorescent, or LED
bulbs.

Reuse or recycle ink cartridges.

Keep plants in your business space. Within 24 hours, some plants can remove
up to 87% of toxic indoor air.

Use e-mails or standard bulletin boards in place of individual paper memos.

Provide containers and commit to recycling: plastic bottles, aluminum cans,
glass, paper, cardboard, catalogues, promotional materials, magazines,
newspapers, telephone books and plastic bags.

Make specific efforts to purchase products that contain recycled materials.

Sell or donate used office equipment and supplies to keep them out of the
landfill.

Install a programmable thermostat to help regulate and conserve energy con-
sumption.

Utilize timers or occupancy sensors in restrooms, storage rooms, or any other
rooms not in frequent use.

Consider making use of applicable energy audits to reduce energy use and
costs.

Consider a retro-fit to upgrade your facilities: doors, windows, weather strip-
ping, insulation.

Install water-efficient faucets and toilets to conserve water.

Provide dishes and utensils for the lunch room so that Styrofoam and dispos-
ables need not be used.

Assign responsibility for environmentally friendly business practices to a man-
agement-level employee.

Include employee education, tips, and opportunities for ‘“green’ suggesti
and rewards as part of your staff development.




(® Consider having a “Green Plan” as part of your business mission state-
ment or vision.

® Ask your cleaning staff or custodial service to use environmentally
friendly cleaning products in your building.

(® Consider using dust mats at your entrances to keep down the levels of
air contaminants brought in from outside.

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Have a designated safe place for hazardous materials and utilize commu-
nity hazardous waste collection programs.

Participate in, or financially support, community clean-up events.

/ Did You Know !

...that globally, we carry home between 500 billion and a trillion plastic bags
each year, almost a million every minute ? (Reader’s Digest, May 2005) A qual-
ity reusable bag can save hundreds of disposable bags from the waste stream. If
we each used one less bag a week, approximately 1.6 billion fewer bags per
week would end up in our landfills.

...that reusable bags can be purchased at Jean Coutu (Give the Future a Hand),
and Sobey’s (Green Bags for Life) ? Reusable bins for carrying your shopping
from checkout to home are available for purchase at Superstore (Bin shoppin’).

...that students at St. Malachy’s High School in Saint John saved 70 trees over a
10 week period simply by recycling waste paper? Big green paper recycling
sacks hold about 9 kg. (20 Ibs.) when filled. Generally, two bags of recycled pa-
per equal one tree. (Telegraph Journal, Jan.18, 2007)

...that what goes in the air stays in the air? Solvent-based cleaning products add
VOCs - Volatile Organic Chemicals - to the air we breathe. Look for environ-
mentally friendly plant based products with the Green Seal or Green House-
keeping seal. And don’t spray! Damp clean with a cloth instead. Want more
specialized information on the effectiveness of green cleaning products?

...that your office ink cartridges can easily be refilled and recycled right here in
Riverview at Enviro-Tech Laser Services, 708 Coverdale Rd., 387-7557?

...that expired or unused prescription medications can be taken to your local
pharmacy for environmentally safe disposal?




...that you can contact NB Power at 1-800-663-6272 for an appointment with an En-
ergy Advisor for advice on ways to lower energy consumption?

...that you can contact Efficiency New Brunswick at 1-866-643-8833 to find out what is
available regarding energy audits and assistance with retrofits under this program?
